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Pressure & Release - Learning to Communicate Clearly -The EALC

Outlaws of the Pacific Coast: "Bad Man Sam Brown"

Series  by Kim Chappell
When working with horses the

common starting point is to intro-
duce the pressure and release
method.An example of this can be
witnessed when watching horses
interact with each other. The dialog
is very easy to interpret if you know
how to read it.

An example of this is evidenced
with Jack the gelding. He is top
horse in the herd and he lets every-
one know it, especially when a new
round of hay is dropped in the pas-
ture. He is always the first one to
sample the hay,while 4 other horses
stay back until he lets them in.
Although subtle in some ways,it is
very clear he is putting pressure on
the various horses to stay back. It's
nothing overtly obvious at first.
Maybe a flattened ear, a quick side-
ways look,or the hint of a leg about
to be lifted.Whatever the subtlety,
the horses know to wait until one by
one, they are allowed to approach.

Cariad,a Morgan mare, takes a
step forward and Jack lays both his
ears back as if to say,"Not quite yet"
(this is pressure).Cariad steps back
and waits patiently before trying
again.She takes several more steps
forward with no reaction from Jack.
As she continues to move forward,
Jack has nothing to say (release of
pressure). At this point Cariad
knows she can confidently step in to
eat beside Jack.This process contin-
ues for each horse, with Jack decid-
ing when everyone eats.

Hope (the TB mare) does not
want to follow any rules,but would
rather eat immediately, by challeng-
ing Jack (or the pressure).Jack lays
his ears back, but Hope ignores the
directive (pressure). Jack throws a
kick (more pressure) and still Hope
steps forward.Finally Jack turns and
lunges at her (lots of pressure),and
Hope gets the message. Hope waits
and eventually Jack lets her in,and

they are able to eat peacefully
together.

Notice that Cariad respected
Jack's wishes (pressure) and waited
for the release of pressure before she
ate. She is more capable of handling
the pressure and waiting for the
release. Hope, on the other hand,is

a hot blooded thoroughbred, and
although she saw the warnings,she
chose to  ignore them because she
couldn't handle the pressure of wait-
ing.This turned into an "argument." 
This banter happens every time a
new round of hay is dropped in the
bin.A newbie to horses might see
this as something that needs fixing
verses recognizing it for what it is -
the communication between horses
based on body language. This hap-
pens in the wild and is a very natural
part of the horse's make-up.

How does this apply to people?
In my Virginia or Bust Camp, in
which 5 students flew across the US
to attend,we worked on pressure
and release with the horses.The kids
made their own groundwork flags
from my bamboo forest (totally fun
project) and worked with Blue the

Stallion and Jack. During the initial
skill of backing the horses up, by
keeping the pressure on,and releas-
ing the pressure once a step was
taken (no matter how small or big),
it proved to be a tricky exercise.
Where Jack was easy to accept the
pressure and release, Blue was very

heavy in his resistance. Why is that?
Is it skill or lack of clear communi-
cation? As the kids tried to get Blue
to back-up, I noticed their frustra-
tion was increasing with each step he
DIDN'T take.The more frustrated
they got the more Blue shut down,
refusing to move at all.As the kids
increased the pressure without
results,their frustration continued
to rise.At this point,I stopped them
and asked them to tell me exactly
how they were feeling.

"Frustrated."
"Mad that I can't do it."
"Blue is a pain."
"Grrrr."
"I quit when he began to shut

down."
We took this lesson one step fur-

ther and I introduced the idea of
what pressure might look like in

human communication.What hap-
pens when you are in an argument,
disagreement,or hot debate with
someone? How do you feel? 

As they pondered this,they real-
ized they reacted the same way they
did with Blue.

Kim:"How do you react to how
your feel?

Student:"I get angrier and keep
on arguing," (pressure).

Student:"When someone isn't
listening, I'll keep talking,"
(increased pressure).

Student:"I'll raise my voice,"
(increased pressure).

Student:"If someone checks out
(shuts down), I check out (shut
down) too," (no more pressure but
unresolved issues.)

Kim:"What happens when there
is too much pressure in a situation?"
I said.

Students:"Something or some-
one BLOWS!" 

Kim:"CORRECT!"
"Is anything achieved?" I asked.

"No. It's just a big mess and no
one is happy," they said.

"How could this be handled dif-
ferently?" I asked.

Blank stares.
I talked a bit about the fact that

when pressure builds something will
inevitably blow. It could be in the
form of yelling at someone, saying
things you don't mean,throwing
something, or walking away with
frustrated tears.

The other option,the better
option,is to release the pressure.
Take a breather. Hit the pause but-
ton. Calm your emotions. Use the
breathing technique. And then go
back and resume your conversation
with the intention of achieving
mutual resolution.

For a horse, the same is true.Too
much pressure and all connection
and thinking stops.

As they began the exercise again,
the process was much smoother.
When moments of frustration crept
in, it was obvious that Blue was
starting to shut down.At this point
the students used the breathing
technique, cleared themselves of
emotions,and resumed the "conver-
sation" in an effort to move for-
ward.With practice the students
began to get the idea that when
adding pressure to a situation,there
also has to be a release from the
pressure.

Applying this to life would be
very much the same. What happens
when you are in a controversial con-
versation with someone. Do you
remain calm? Is the other person
allowed to speak? Does the volume
of voices raise? Does the conversa-
tion get heated? Do you explode and
walk away? Or do you shut down?
Sometimes the best way to find out
how your really show up in life, is to
work with your horse and observe
your reactions instead of the horse's!

How really bad do you have
to be to have "Bad" be the ulti-
mate description of your name...
or legacy? That's an interesting
question. One can say that this
man or that man was a "bad"
man. The bad man can be
described in various ways of
being notorious, or even evil?
However, when history forever
labels you with the word "Bad"
as a forerunner to your given
name...it can be assumed you're
really that BAD!

Now of course today, you and
I can think of many notorious
sociopathic killers, serial killers
or just plain one-time killers
who went off their rocks. But
how often have you attributed
today's standard for a sociopath-
ic killer to the days of yesteryear
when the West was young?

So lock your doors, sit down
with a good stiff drink and a
loaded pistol, because you're
about to hear the story of "Bad
Man Sam Brown"!

Legend has it that by the year
of 1861, Sam Brown was the
worst desperado Virginia City
had ever known. He stood 6 foot

tall, weighed 200 lbs. and had
long flaming red hair and
whiskers. He wore a Bowie
knife on one hip and a pistol
with 11 notches (one for every
man he'd killed) on the other. At
the age of 16 he spent time in the
newly established San Quentin
State Penitentiary in the San

Francisco Bay. It was reported
that upon losing at the card game
of Faro one evening in a Virginia
City saloon, he carved the deal-
er's heart out with his Bowie

knife and then crawled up on the
table to sleep off his over indul-
gence of liquor. When Sam was
sober he was dangerous, but
when he was drunk he was
lethal.

Let me stop you at this point,
because some of you sensitive
folk, and admirably so, might be
thinking that any man (or
woman) ain't all bad. Well,
you're right I guess. Ole Sam did
have recorded admirable quali-
ties... of course it depends on
where you stand with history.

In the Pyramid Lake Paiute
War of 1860, Sam was actually
considered a hero of sorts. Some
background on this conflict. This
conflict arose very shortly after
the inception of the Pony
Express and among a gross mis-
understanding dealing with
nefarious station keepers by the
name of Williams. This was
along the route in the area close
to what is now Silver Springs,
NV and the neighboring Pauite
tribe in 1860. Gross misconduct
by the Williams brothers includ-
ing capture of Pauite women,
was involved and the situation

came to a violent head.
Thompson and West's "History

of Nevada 1881" actually sites

Sam Brown as being one of the
surviving Rangers of the Genoa
Division, which joined Virginia
City and Carson  City in their
mission to eradicate the Pauite
offenders. It didn't go as well as
the Rangers planned. Actually
approximately 75% of the
Rangers were wiped out by the
Paiutes, only for the Paiutes to
live to lose another day. How-
ever that is is a story for another

historian and another day.
Sam Brown was credited

with saving a number of his own

Rangers which would tell you he
had a bone of heroics rather than
cowardliness to his character.
But actually what is character, or
for that matter heroics to a
sociopath individual?

By great contrast to the sure-
ly and gruff Sam Brown, the
amiable Dutch businessman
Henry Van Sickle came to
Genoa (then Utah Territory) in

Henry Van Sickle
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Outlaws continued
1853. He eventually opened a
blacksmith shop and livery sta-
ble in town, purchased several
lots and also built 3 ranches.
One ranch was built on the south
shore of Lake Tahoe nearly on
the state line of California and
Utah Territory. The other 2
ranches were built just south of
Genoa in Carson Valley. The
largest of which was Van Sickle
Station located at the base of the
Kingsbury Toll Road, which Van
Sickle helped to finance and
eventually became the Toll
Master of in May of 1860.
Unfortunately for the upstanding
and well liked businessman,
Henry Van Sickle soon fell to
Sam Brown's bad side through
an apparent misunderstanding.
And from that point on, Sam had
it in for old Henry!

On July 7th of 1861 Sam
Brown was celebrating his 30th
birthday at the Ormsby House
Saloon in Carson City. The more
Sam drank, the more it stuck in
his craw that he needed to deal
with Henry Van Sickle. Sam felt

he owed it to himself to cele-
brate his birthday properly, by
adding a 12th notch to his pistol
butt and why not Van Sickle? So
the well intoxicated Sam Brown
rode out to Van Sickle Station
just south of Genoa and knocked
on the dining room door. Van
Sickle himself answered and
warily invited the known desper-

ado inside for a bite to eat. Sam
Brown's response was, "I'm not
here for something to eat. I'm
here for YOU!" As Henry dove
behind the bar, he just missed
the shot that Sam fired in his

direction. When the entire dining
room full of guests stood up,
Sam made his decision to call it
a day and head on south to some
other way station to spend the
night.

Something in Henry Van
Sickle snapped that evening.
He had lived with the rumors of
Sam Brown's vindictiveness for

too long. He grabbed his scatter
gun, jumped on one of his
mounts and chased Brown in hot
pursuit. Gunfire and near misses
ensued along the 10 mile stretch
between Van Sickle's and Lute

Old's ranch at the south end of
Carson Valley. Henry was able
to take a cut-off as he headed
south and arrived at Lute Old's
just ahead of Sam. Henry waited
behind a barn door until Sam
rode up to it, on his distinctive
Grey mare. At that point he
stepped out from behind the
door and fired his scatter gun
directly into the chest of Sam
Brown, knocking him off of his
mare and killing him instantly.
When brought before Judge
Richard Allen on July 9, 1861,
Henry Van Sickle was fully
exonerated with a ruling of
"Death by a just dispensation of
an all-wise providence at his
own expense." Judge Allen did
rule however, that Van Sickle
was to pay for the burial of Sam
Brown, including a grave mark-
er and a new suit of clothes.

For those of you who believe
in the supernatural, I'm akin with
you as long as it is not a tale
made up to profit the story-
teller...as some know can happen
even in these current times. This
can unfortunately turn a skeptic

into a non-believer with great
disappointment to those who
guard truth.

But here is a story told in
truth by Fritz Dressler that the
ghosts are still there. Tempor-
arily the body of Sam Brown
was kept in his family's barn
until the county claimed it for
burial. And Fritz claimed that he
was once heaved across that cel-
lar by the ghost of none other
than Brown himself. Well, you
be the judge of course.

In the late 1890s, the town of
Genoa removed nearly all of the
buried remains from the old
cemetery on the south-west cor-
ner of Nixon and Genoa Street,
to the newly granted land from
Senator Haines one-half mile
north of town on Main Street. In
his University of Nevada Oral
History Project interview, old-
timer Harry Hawkins stated that
a conscious decision was made
to NOT remove the body of
"Bad Man Sam Brown".

National Donkey Week
May is considered Burro Month. • World Donkey Day is May 8th

National Donkey Week began
in 1983 to celebrate the amazing
lives of donkeys/burros and how
they've been beneficial to
humans today and throughout
history. In 2023, it takes place
from May 2nd to May 9th.

Burros are not horses. That
seems like a simple statement

and you may wonder why it is
even necessary to state.

When it comes to manage-
ment of (supposedly) federally
protected wild burros, the
Bureau of Land Management
(BLM) does not even define
what a burro is, how it uses the
range and even how they repro-

duce or nutritional needs. The
BLM just uses their "horse mod-
els" for burros. BLM provides
no oversight to keep adopted or
sold burros safe from the illegal
wildlife trade in burro hides for
Ejaio (Chinese medicine) threat-
ening burro populations world-
wide.

The only thing BLM seems to
do differently with wild burros is
to make extra effort to hide cap-
ture and handling.

At the Blue Wing Complex
the only federal court case in the
nation was filed by WHE and
our partner CANA.

The area BLM plans

removals covers 2,283,300 acres
and they state only 55-90 wild
burros can exist in that area; the
vast majority of the land base is
used by domestic livestock and
mining. Not only is there a sheer
lack of science in BLM removal
plans, they never created any
actual management plan.  
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Burros often suffer horribly
during capture and in holding.
So at Blue Wing, BLM hid
everything. No real access to
observe capture. No access to
temporary sorting corrals. No
access to short-term processing
facilities. No access was even
given to clearly document a
burro on a trailer. 

Nationwide the BLM says

that less than 3,000 burros is all
the land can sustain in all of the
western states as burro popula-
tion worldwide face endangered
status. At WHE, we find it
absurd that most are focusing on
how to do population growth
suppression, calling it "humane
management" while ignoring the
threats to habitat, the absolute
lack of "burro centric science"

and absurdly low numbers.
America's long ears are loved

by many. Their adorable babies,
tough and resilient nature, make
them a highlight of social media. 
Our stand at Blue Wing can ben-
efit wild burros nationwide as
we fight back to gain science
based management and protec-
tions on-range, from abuses dur-
ing capture and to gain needed

protection from the seedy
slaughter trade. The case is
active now with briefing of the
courts continuing. 

The attention to the burro can
benefit the burro only if  it trans-
lates into action.

Protect The American Wild Burr o
Burros are one of the most

resourceful and incredible ani-
mals who inhabit the American
Southwest, but sadly, they are
often misunderstood. As a result
of misconceptions about their
impact on their environment,

wild burros face constant threats
like roundups and removals

from the public lands they call
home.

One of the main arguments
for the removal of wild burros is
that they are considered an
"invasive species" by land man-
agers that claim burros are

destructive to the lands they
roam. But that's not what the

research tells us. In fact, the
most recent science actually sug-
gests the opposite!

Research co-authored by Dr.
Erick Lundgren and published in
Science revealed that wild bur-
ros provide a significant benefit
to desert ecosystems. These
amazing animals browse and
graze on our public lands, and
incredibly, they even dig wells
that provide sources of water for
nearly 60 other species of
wildlife in the area!

We followed the work of Dr.
Lundgren for a mini-documen-
tary called Ecosystem Engineers
about these groundbreaking
findings, because increasing
public awareness around wild
burros is one of the best ways we
can help to protect them!

In addition to showing the
benefits wild burros have on
their environment, this research
also demonstrated the danger
removing wild burros from their
homes poses to the ecosystem.
In the 1990s, a majority of the
wild burros from the Ash
Meadows Wildlife Reserve in
Nevada were removed - and the
consequences were devastating.

Open springs were choked by

vegetation, destroying open-
water habitat for endangered
native fish populations. Despite
the best efforts of land managers
to mimic the wild burros by
manually removing the vegeta-
tion, at least one pupfish popula-
tion went extinct. 

It's clear that burros are a
benefit to their environment, not
a burden. 

There is a better way to man-
age wild burro populations that
keeps them safe and in the wild
where they belong AND pre-
serves their environmental bene-
fits. That's why we're continuing

to support and spread the word
about cutting-edge scientific
research like this that proves it -
to the Bureau of Land Manage-
ment, to Congress, and to the
public.

American Wild Horse Campaign
We have exciting news
Recently the Colorado Gen-

eral Assembly passed SB23-275,
also known as the Colorado
Wild Horse Project, and sent it
to Governor Polis' desk for his
signature.

This bill, supported by
AWHC and other wild horse
protection and environmental
groups, invests in a humane and
cost-effective alternative to the
cruel roundups that have
reduced Colorado's wild horse
herds over the past several years. 
SB23-275 is a significant step
forward in the long term conser-
vation of Colorado's wild horses,
dedicating $1.5 million in state
resources to support the work of
existing – but traditionally under-
funded – local wild horse volun-
teer groups focused on sustaining
wild horse populations through
robust fertility control and habitat
stewardship programs.

The bill creates a broad stake-
holder working group to make
recommendations for responsi-
ble placement options for wild
horses who have been removed
from the range, and is a model
for positive and collaborative
state involvement to improve the
humane management of these
federally-protected animals
across the West.

The Wild Horse Project is an
outgrowth of public opposition
to the last two years of govern-
ment helicopter roundups in
Colorado, which removed 1,800
wild horses from their habitats
and led to the preventable deaths

of 149 of these state icons in
overcrowded holding pens. 

Colorado's political leaders -
representing broad constituencies
that include wild horse advocates,
environmentalists, and ranching
interests - came together in
response. We are thankful to
Governor Polis, First Gentleman
Marlon Reis, House Majority
Leader Monica Duran, House
Minority Leader Mike Lynch,
Senator Joann Ginal, and Senator
Perry Will, for working on a bipar-
tisan basis toward a better way to
care for and protect Colorado's
majestic wild horse herds.

We believe that Majority
Leader Monica Duran said it
best when she testified for the
bill: "…In Colorado, we love
our horses. They are central to
our state's history and culture…
after the two helicopter round-
ups that occurred in our state,
there was an outcry. And this bill
is an answer to that outcry."

The E Clampus Vitus Society
to Honor Pack Station with Historical Plaque

You Have ALL seen it !!!
Almost everybody that comes

to Lone Pine and heads West,
just outside of town, up Whitney
Portal Road, sees the old build-
ing on the north side of the road
with the large poster on its east
wall advertising the Museum of
Western Film History. BUT, do
they KNOWthe relevance of the
building?

This building served as the
headquarters for Mt. Whitney
Pack Trains during the summer,
and as a storage shed during the
winter. The lumber for this
building came from Montesol,
Ike Livermore's family ranch
near Calistoga, CA.

The E Clampus Vitus Society,
Bishop Chapter, has asked per-
mission to place a plaque on the
building.
Highlights of The E Clampus
Vitus Society
•Ephraim Bee is best remem-
bered as the founder of E
Clampus Vitus. He was known
throughout the county as a gar-
rulous story teller and practical
joker. Legend has it, that around
1845, shortly after American
minister, Caleb Cushing,

returned from negotiating a
treaty with China, Bee revealed
that the Emperor of China had
entrusted him with certain
sacred rituals from the mysteri-
ous East. Bee then,brought forth

The organization's leader was
known as the Noble Grand
Humbug

Migrated to California during
the Gold Rush

ECV flourished, in part, as
the result of the miners' reaction
to the "established" organiza-
tions such as the Masons and
Odd Fellows. 

The Clamper flag was some-
times a hoop skirt, with the

words "This is the flag we fight
under." Despite the humor and
rowdiness of E Clampus Vitus,
the members did take their
brotherhood seriously. When a
member became sick or injured,
the group would collect food or
money to help him. They fre-
quently trekked through the
vastness of the Sierra Nevada to
reach lonely miners who other-
wise would have had no
Christmas celebration. The soci-
ety was also careful to assist the
widows and orphans of fallen
members.

Mark Twain was a member,
and it was while attending an
ECV meeting that he heard the
story which he wrote as The
Celebrated Jumping Frog of
Calaveras County.

ECV claims many men of
note to have been members,
whether they were members or
not, including: Philip D.
Armour, the meat packer; John
Mohler Studebaker, the automo-
bile manufacturer; Gene Autry
"The Singing Cowboy" who

owned the California Angels
baseball team; Julius Caesar and

Augustus Caesar, Henry VIII of
England, Sir Francis Drake,
George Washington, Andrew
Jackson, Ronald Reagan,

- " believe because it is absurd"

E Clampus Vitus
Mt. Whitney Pack Trains

Mt. Whitney Pack Trains was
established in 1921 by Frank
Chrysler and Ted Cook. In 1946,
Norman B. Livermore, Jr.
("Ike") saw the need for a large
pack operation to handle the
Sierra Club Trips. He acquired
over 130 horses and mules by
purchasing Mt. Whitney Pack
Trains and Monache Pack
Station at Sage Flat from Barney
Sears. Ike's goal was to promote
and protect the wilderness so
that future generations would be
able to enjoy their public lands
using mule-supported pack trips.
Bruce Morgan and Tommy

Jefferson packed for and eventu-
ally became partners of Ike's
pack outfit. The Morgan Family
managed the pack train from
1953 to 1964. Bruce's daughter,
Barbara, married Tommy Jeffer-
son and ran the business from
1964 until Barbara passed away
in 1970.

Tommy continued running
the outfit.In 1974, Herb London
and Bob Tanner acquired owner-
ship of the outfit. Since that
time, the business has continued
to be successful with the help of
younger generations of both
families, who have enjoyed
keeping the tradition of packing
mules through the beautiful
Eastern Sierra alive and well.

Take a step back through the
portals of time and relive the
adventures and rigors of the
early pioneers as they forged
their way west.
History
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As early as the 1840's, a trick-
le of humanity began the ardu-
ous journey toward the great
Pacific and the freedom they
foresaw in settling there. In
1849, the cry of "Gold" from the
foothills of the California territo-
ry rocked the world! Instant
riches was a lure too strong to
ignore, and that little trickle of
settlers swelled into a mighty
flood of gold seekers and adven-
turers, bound for California and
the "Mother Lode". Leaving
property and families behind,
hordes of men and a few women
traveled West, following the set-
ting sun, seeing only the glint of
"Gold" in their eyes. Many
routes were taken to the gold
fields; across the plains and
mountain ranges of this great
continent, by sailing ship around
the Horn, or to the Isthmus of
Panama, and a trek through trop-
ical jungle to board another ship
on the Pacific side, and up the
coast of Mexico to ports of San
Diego, Monterey, and San
Francisco. From there, it was
overland to the foothills, where
it was told that gold, lots of gold,
was lying on the ground, just
waiting to be taken.

Of course, we all know that
very few actually became rich
from gold mining. Those entre-
preneurs who recognized "gold"
in providing necessities and
services to the prospectors fared
much better, and became the
business base of what is now the
Great State of California.

In the early 1850's, one of the
major land routes to California,
traversing what we now know as
Echo Summit and the Highway
50 corridor, became known as
the "Roaring Road". Travel was
so heavy through this area,
oftentimes wagon trains were
forced to wait for days to have
their turn on the road.

In the years that ensued, the
Roaring Road continued to
grow, becoming a major travel
route in and out of California.

As early as 1946, almost 100
years after that first cry of
"Gold" echoed around the world,
a group of local citizens began to
ponder the possibility of recreat-
ing a wagon train to commemo-
rate the valiant struggles of the
early emigrants who found their
way to their homes in California
via the old "Roar-ing Road".

By 1949, the dream had
become a reality! To commemo-
rate the 100th anniversary of the
"Gold Rush", a Wagon Train
was formed, to travel west from
Lake Tahoe to Placerville (Old
Hangtown) along Highway 50.
In addition, it was felt that the
Wagon Train would draw a great
deal of attention to the Highway
50 corridor and the small busi-
nesses that operated along it.

The Highway 50 Wagon
Train was a smashing success!
This "one time" event was not
presented in 1950, but due to the
overwhelming popularity and
encouragement offered, the
Wagon Train resumed in 1951,
and has made its annual trek
each year since that time. What

began as a fun filled and exciting
adventure has evolved into a true
historic event, recognized as
such in 1980 by the State of
California, and again in 1982 by
the State of Nevada. To date, the
Highway 50 Association Wagon

Train is known as the ONLY Bi-
State Historic Event!

The Highway 50 Association
Wagon Train hosts school
groups intent on reliving and
experiencing their history.
Students participating in the

wagon train activities, as well as
their own concurrent living his-
tory programs, have come away
wide eyed, having shared an
experience of a lifetime.

WHO WAS THAT FORKIN’

Chile-Basted Chicken with Pineapple Salsa
Here is a nice springtime weekend meal.

Here is what you will need to prepare this dish
2  frying chickens (about 3½ lbs. each
1 teaspoon each Chile powder and paprika
¼ teaspoon ground red pepper (cayenne)
2 tablespoons salad oil
2 teaspoons Dijon mustard
Pineapple Salsa (recipe follows)

Remove chicken necks and giblets; reserve for
other uses if desired. Discard lumps of fat. With
poultry shears or a knife, cut through each chick-
en along both sides of backbone. Discard back-
bone. Place each chicken, skin side up, on a flat
surface and press firmly, cracking breastbone
slightly, until bird lies reasonably flat. Rinse and
pat dry.

In a small bowl, smoothly blend Chile powder,
paprika, red pepper, oil, and mustard. Brush even-
ly over chicken skin.

Place chicken, skin side up, on a slightly
greased grill 4 to 6 inches above a solid bed of
medium coals. Put lid on barbecue, drafts open (or
cover with a tent of heavy-duty foil). Cook until
meat near thighbone is no longer pink; cut to test
(40 to 50 minutes).

Meanwhile, prepare Pineapple Salsa on the
side. Makes 8 servings.

Here's how to make the Pineapple Salsa
Cut top from 1 small pineapple (about 3 lbs.)

With a grapefruit knife, cut fruit from shell in
chunks.

Reserve shell and top. Coarsely chop pineap-
ple and place in a colander to drain; save juice to

drink. In a bowl, stir together drained pineapple; 1
medium-sized mild red onion minced; ¾ cup fine-
ly chopped fresh cilantro; 1 tablespoon white
wine vinegar and ½ teaspoon liquid hot pepper
seasoning. Spoon salsa into pineapple shell; pres-
ent top alongside. This makes about 3½ cups.

Asparagus with Tomatillos
A spring event; Asparagus

signal the Arrival of Spring.
Here asparagus become a refreshing salad

simply dressed with tomato and tart tomatillos.

This is what you will need;
1 pound asparagus
3 tablespoons olive oil
4 large tomatillos (about 1½-inch-diameter),
husked, cored, and finely diced
1 small Roma-type tomato, cored and finely
diced.
¼ cup finely shredded Parmesan cheese
Lemon wedges
Salt and pepper

Snap off and discard tough ends of asparagus;
rinse spears well. In a deep, wide frying pan,
bring about 1 inch water to boil over high heat;
add asparagus and cook, uncovered, until barely
tender when pierced (3 to 5 minutes). Drain and
immerse in ice water.

When cool, drain again; then arrange equally
on 4 salad plates (or arrange all asparagus on a
platter).

In a bowl, mix oil, tomatillos, and tomato;
evenly spoon over asparagus. Sprinkle with
cheese. Garnish with lemon wedges. Season to
taste with salt and pepper.

On the Road with Giana

For this article I was prepar-
ing to discuss the schooling
horse show in Sonoma that I was
going to watch. I wasn't going to
compete at this event, but was
going along to help out and sup-
port our barn. The horse show,
however, got cancelled last
minute due to the flooding
caused by weather. This is a per-
fect example of how things don't
always work out as planned in
the horse world! But that also
leads into what I am going to
talk about in this article, which is
getting PREPARED for a horse
show. There is a lot more to it
than most people think, but the
more prepared you are, like any-
thing, the more success and con-
trol you will have over your
plan. Obviously, spending time
in the saddle, with many hours
of training, goes without being
said! There are, however, many
other aspects and necessities that
might seem behind the scenes,
but definitely can't be over-
looked! Think about what needs
to be done BEFORE we even hit

the road…!? First and foremost,
we always want to make the
horses' health our first priority!
In doing so, we log their temper-
atures for several days before the
show. We make sure that all the
vaccines are up to date, and
deliver those that may be neces-
sary. Overall body checks and
looking for anything that may be
a little "off" are good to do so as
well.
Next step: Packing the trailers!

Every barn that goes to these
shows set up an outdoor lounge
area for the riders. This includes
a tent,  a barn banner, tables and
chairs, décor etc. Usually this
stuff gets packed up first fol-
lowed by our personal tack
trunks, which should contain all
the tack and necessities along
with first aid that your horse
may need. Making grain for the
time being spent at the show,
along with all of the other
feed/hay is very important to
plan out. There are also many
separate supplies we may need
to bring from our barn that we
definitely don't want to forget,
including hoses, buckets, wheel-
barrows and more! Once every-
thing is packed up and double
checked, we are ready to roll!
It's such an exciting feeling clos-
ing the last trailer door and hop-
ping in the truck heading out to
our next amazing show! 

Then- we get to unpack it all
and start setting up hoping we
left nothing behind!

Congratulations to Mage, Winner
of the 149th running of the

Kentucky Derby!

Saturday in front of a sellout
crowd at historic Churchill
Downs a 15-1 long shot named
Mage won the 149th running of
the Kentucky Derby. Mage not
only won the rose-draped flow-
ers over his shoulders but also
the first leg of racing elusive
Triple Crown with the next stop
coming May 20th in Baltimore
at Pimlico Racetrack where it
will be the running of the 148th
Preakness Stakes.

This is a great story of yet
another long shot winning the
Derby crown, but a dark cloud
over thoroughbred racing in the
United States remains as two
horses died on the track and
another five during the Derby
week making it seven. Concern is
mounting and there is a great deal
of focus being placed on why
these tragedies are happening.

"While each incident reported
has been unique, it is important
to note that there has been no
discernible pattern detected in

the injuries sustained," the track
said in a statement that called the
incidents "unacceptable."

The thoroughbred industry
moved to take more strict med-
ical measures after 30 horses
died during a season at the Santa
Anita racetrack in Los Angeles.
The Jockey Club, which owns
an extensive database and over-
sees the breed registry for thor-
oughbreds in the United States
and Canada, reported that more
than 7,200 horses died in races
from 2009-21.

As for Mage, the Derby win-
ner, he has only participated in
four races so his trainer Gustavo
Delgado will be faced with the
draw to go for the Triple Crown
at the Preakness in Baltimore or
give his horse more time to rest.
At this point, he plans on run-
ning Mage through his normal
training sessions before he
makes the call to head north to
Baltimore.

Horses and the SummerHeat
Learn how your horse's inter-

nal thermostat works in extreme
heat and ways to keep him cool.
Like many European countries,
France experienced a major heat
wave in 2019, bringing tempera-
tures so high that the national
equestrian federation had to
adjust competition times to
avoid putting horses at risk of
heat stress.

Owners across the affected
zones took measures to protect
their horses, providing shade
and easing exercise routines. A

constant supply of cool fresh
water should always be available
as well.

Here in America, we can
relate to the many horse events
that take place in very humid hot
areas across our country in the
summer months. Showing hors-
es in places like Las Vegas is one
of them. Lots of equine events
are scheduled for evenings when
the temperatures cool down.
Thermoregulation

The horse is a mammal and
comes equipped with complex-

and very effective-ways to ther-
moregulate, or self-adjust their
internal body temperature like a
thermostat. The primary goal of
thermoregulation isn't comfort
but, rather, survival, keeping the

internal organs functioning
properly at the ideal equine
body temperature of around
99.5 degrees F, says Kristina
Dahlborn, PhD, professor in the
Department of Anatomy, Phys-
iology, and Biochemistry at the
Swedish University of
Agricultural Sciences, in
Uppsala.

Ambient temperatures affect
body temperature significantly.
When it's cold out, the equine
body works to conserve and
increase internal heat. On hot
days it dissipates and reduces
heat, she says, through its inter-
face with the air: skin. Thermal
receptors in both the internal
organs and the skin send mes-
sages to the hypothalamus-a
small part of the brain responsi-

ble for many hormonal func-
tions-which then activates vari-
ous thermoregulatory mecha-
nisms to trap or release heat as
necessary.

While sweating is a great tool

for dissipating internal heat, it is
less effective in horses than in
humans-simply because pound
for pound and inch for inch,
humans have much more skin
surface area for their body size.

Due to a horses great muscle
mass, horses produce much
more heat than we do and must
dissipate the surplus despite the
skin area disparity.   

The horse can also use the
respiratory system as a cooling
mechanism. "Horses can't pant
like a dog, but they can increase
their respiratory rate to dissipate
heat from the airways," as they
exchange more air.

The first line of approach for
thermoregulation, though, is the
skin's efficient and expansive
vasodilation system, she
explains. When it's cold, horses
can "close up" the blood vessels
in their skin so the heat in the
blood stays deeper inside the
body. As temperatures increase,
the diameter of those vessels
also increases, routing as much
as a third of the horse's blood at
a time to the skin alone, close to
the surface and away from the
internal organs, which get the
chance to cool off.

This system, however, comes
at a risk: When too much blood
gets pumped away from the

internal organs, they can suffer
oxygen deficiency-the basis of
heat stroke, says Bénédicte
Ferry, DVM, equine preventive
health expert at the French
Institute of the Horse and
Equitation, in Saumur. 
Sweat

When horses sweat, it evapo-
rates off their skin into the air,
pulling with it body heat, result-
ing in a cooling effect. Horses
have a lot of sweat glands, and
they can sweat profusely, pro-
ducing 5 gallons of sweat in
only an hour, says Ferry.
However, that excessive pro-
duction doesn't help cool the
horse much, since only about
25-30% of it evaporates. The
rest sits on the body and runs
down the legs.

On humid days the air is
already saturated with water, so
sweat doesn't evaporate as well.
Dehydration & Water Balance

Water is the best way to ther-
moregulation. Because of the
gallons of sweat horses produce

in extreme heat, it's critical they
have a constant supply of cool,
clean water to replenish.

When the equine body gets
low on water, it still produces
sweat, pulling water from
throughout the body to create it.
Eventually, as their water
reserves deplete, horses start to
dehydrate.

Providing a constant supply
of fresh water might seem obvi-
ous, but it can get overlooked at
often the worst times–specifi-
cally, during exercise and trans-
port, Ferry says. Horses are
exposed to much more heat in
these conditions, so it's impor-
tant to take regular exercise and
travel breaks (at least once an
hour in hot summer) to offer
fresh drinking water.

Sponging and spraying cool
water onto the horse can mimic
and even surpass sweat's effect.
Cool tap water has a much
lower temperature than sweat. It
will draw more body heat to the
surface to evaporate the water.
The caveat, however, is the
water can accumulate in the
horse's coat and create a layer
that's too thick to evaporate
quickly, trapping body heat
beneath. Remember to always
remove excess water with a
sweat scraper to avoid this
effect. Remember it is up to you
to keep your horses comfortable
and cool, he is in your care and
you are the only one that can
provide for his well being.
